Remembrance Day Letter Writing Assignment

For this assignment you will be creating a narrative letter pretending to be a Canadian participant in either World War I or World War II. Some possibilities might be: a soldier newly enlisted or one already fighting in Europe. Decide what are the personal and fictional details you can put in your letter, to make it seem like it is written by a real person?

Using the website http://www.canadianletters.ca/ research your facts from reading the many letters that can be found on this site (Remember to only look under the WWI/WWII categories).  The genre of this creative writing assignment is historical fiction, so you will have to do some research.  
REQUIREMENTS:

· You will need a total of at least EIGHT specific facts. The facts should be directly related to your character.  For example you might want to include what the soldiers ate, the types of weapons they used, where they fought, what their duties were, what they did on their leave and so forth. The facts you include will be a part of your evaluation. 
· As this letter is written during a specific time frame, your date of your letter must also be historically accurate. 
· The length of your letter should be between 300-500 words.
· You need to follow proper letter writing conventions, beginning with a salutation, written in paragraph form and ending with a closing greeting.
